Bundaberg is the gateway to the Great Barrier Reef with access to the 2 most southern islands Lady Musgrave and Lady Elliot and is only 4 Hours by Road or Rail or 40 Minute flight from Brisbane

LEI & LMI are coral quay island meaning they’re made from coral, so when you're on the island you’re literally on the reef. And when you snorkel you will be up close with the corals and marine life that call these plankton rich water home.

Due to cooler waters in the Southern Great Barrier Reef there are slightly different types of coral to other parts of the Great Barrier Reef, and an abundance of plankton which support GIANT marine life, like turtles and manta rays

On arrival into Bundaberg visitors are greeted by a patchwork of green, abundant farmlands and rows of rich red volcanic soil. Growing 25% of Australia’s fresh produce Bundaberg offers the opportunity to visit roadside farm stalls and markets to sample a Taste of Bundaberg with produce being grown, brewed, distilled and caught, not just seasonally, but year-round

Lady Musgrave is the only place to explore this expanse of reef at only 8-10 meters depth, so even grand dad and toddlers give it a go.

Day trippers of LME you will notice the impeccable service and reef education. The reef and Island adventures all start from their brand-new pontoon that operators on 100% solar and wind power .
